		ORDER FOR PSYCHOLOGICAL EXAMINATION

	WHEREAS, ________________ is confined in the _____________ County Jail awaiting trial in the above entitled and numbered cause and ______________ and/or a qualified practitioner under his supervision, can interview the defendant on _______________ for pre-trial psychological examination and evaluation; it is therefore ORDERED by the Court that the said _________________ be and is hereby temporarily committed unto the custody of ___________________ and/or said practitioner at the Tom Green County Jail  on __________________ on any other day as may be requested by said psychologist, there to remain and be examined and evaluated:
(1) with respect to his competency or incompetency to stand trial, as defined in Article 46.02, Code of Criminal Procedure, which reads:

(a) A person is incompetent to stand trial if he does not have:

(1) “sufficient present ability to consult with his lawyer with a
reasonable degree of understanding of the proceedings against
him; or

(2) a rational as well as factual understanding of the proceedings against him.”

	(2)  whether there is or is not a substantial probability that the defendant will attain the competency to stand trial within the foreseeable future, including the examiner’s observations and findings forming the basis of such opinion;

(3) to determine whether at the time of the alleged offenses and thereafter, the defendant, as a result of mental disease or defect, did not know that his conduct was wrong.

	Such examination will be made with the view of testifying to such matters at any trial or hearing in connection with the accusations against the defendant.  At the conclusion of such examination, said defendant shall be returned to the custody of the Sheriff; and said doctor having agreed and consented to examine said defendant, it is ordered that the Sheriff shall deliver said defendant to said doctor or his assistant upon request on ___________________, and subsequently as required by said doctor.	 
	Separate written reports concerning the competency to stand trial and the question of the Defendant’s sanity or insanity at the time of the alleged offense shall be filed with the Court as soon as possible, but no later than thirty days of the date of the signing of this order.  Said reports shall include a description of the procedures used in the examination, the examiner’s observations and finding pertaining to the Defendant’s competency to stand trial, and recommended treatment thereof, if any, and pertaining to the question of defendant’s sanity or insanity at the time of the alleged offense.  If the examiner concludes that the Defendant is incompetent to stand trial, the report shall include the examiner’s observations and finding about whether there is a substantial probability that the defendant will attain the competence to stand trial in the foreseeable future.  The examiner shall also submit a separate report setting forth his observations and findings concerning:
(1)  “whether the defendant is mentally ill and requires observation and/or treatment or hospitalization in a mental hospital for his own welfare and protection or the protection of others; or

(2)  whether the defendant is a mentally retarded person as defined in The Mentally Retarded Persons Act (Art. 3871B, VTCS) ) and further the Court Orders an exam to establish whether he/she is a person with Mental Retardation and requires commitment to a mental retardation facility.”

	It is further ordered that before any other communication with said Defendant, said examiner shall advise the defendant that:
(1)  the examination and interview are pursuant to a court-ordered examination; and

(2)  that none of the communications will be privileged; and

(3)  that a copy of the report will be available to the Court, the District Attorney and the defense attorney; and

(4)  that the examiner may be required to testify in Court regarding all communications which occur during the examination and interview.
